REFRIGERATOR LOCK BOXES 

                      Tenants over 21 years of age are allowed to 
      have alcohol in their room, however, in           

        shared rooms with tenants under 21 years of 
       age, all alcoholic beverages will be secured in 
      a locked container when the tenant who is 21 

    or older is not present. Our 21 and older tenants 
   then ask “how can I be at work all day and not 
be able to come home and have a cold alcoholic bever-

age”? We hear you and are taking steps to procure refrig-
erator lock boxes that you can choose to be accountable 

for. There will be more on this subject as the procurement 
process unfolds, however, if you wish not to wait for the 
procurement process to take place you have the option to 

purchase them and retain it as your personal property. 
They can be found simply with a “refrigerator lock box” 
google search and will find here are suitable options rea-

sonably priced between $20 - $30. 

In the Meantime, those authorized to possess alcohol, 
keep it under lock and key in shared rooms when your 

roommate is under 21 and you are not present!

Keep the UH Office Updated:  Congratulations!  
If you were recently advanced or transferred 
locally at NBK, stop by the UH offices and update 
the staff with your new information.  Having 
accurate contact information for all Residents is 
very important for our daily operations and in 

emergency situations. 
Insurance:  While UH residents are not required to 
carry renter’s insurance, we strongly recommend it for 
your financial protection. Renter’s insurance is available 
from most commercial insurance companies to cover 
your liability for damage to the dwelling and personal 
property in situations where the government is not lia-
ble. It will also cover your losses in case of theft or van-
dalism. The cost of renter’s insurance is relatively small 
and can be a tremendous asset in case of loss or damage 
to personal property.  In case of fire, the government 
may reimburse residents for damages only if the fire is 
determined to be a result of a problem such as faulty 
wiring, government provided appliance problems, etc.  

PREPARING YOUR ROOM FOR DEPLOYMENT OR LEAVE 
It is very important when departing for deployment or extended periods of leave 
or absence that you prepare your room with the best housekeeping practices.  
Secure all of your personal belongings.  Make sure windows are closed and 
locked.  Lock all wardrobes and/or closets and all valuables including laptops and 
game consoles.  Throw away food that will expire during the time you are away.  
Empty all trashcans, turn off and unplug all electronics.  Turn off all lights.  For 
rooms with kitchens, kitchen should be free of grease and grime and all dishes 
left clean and organized. Set the thermostat between 68 and 72 degrees.  Leave 
a clean room with beds made and all necessary cleaning chores completed.

possible. Good Sanitation habits play a very important 
role in pest prevention. 

 

 

The Installation CO may authorize cooking beyond the designated 
kitchen area using authorized small cooking appliances with some 

exceptions (i.e. appliances that produce grease-laden vapors, expose 
heating sources, use compressed gas, create excessive smoke, or 

utilize open flames). 

See your UH staff for a list of approved and prohibited small cooking appli-
ances and any installation appliance tagging requirements to identify the 

appliance is authorized for use. 

Your UH staff also has heat mats to issue for the protection of cook-
ing surfaces and fire hazards.
